Bible Truths:

What is grace? Grace is "unmerited favor"; it is what
God does for us that we do not deserve and cannot earn.

Can we get to Heaven by doing good works? No,
good works will not get us to Heaven. (Eph. 2:8-9; Ti.
3:5)

What must happen to us before we can enter
Heaven? We must be born again by the Holy Spirit.
(Jn. 3:3-6)

How can we become a Christian? We can become a
Christian by believing in our hearts that Jesus is the Son
of God and that He died to pay for our sins on the cross.
(Acts 16:31; I Cor. 2:2; In. 3:16; Rom. 10:9-10)

What are three important elements of saving faith?
To be saved, a person needs to HEAR facts about Jesus
Christ and His death on the cross; he needs to
BELIEVE these facts; and he needs to RECEIVE Jesus
Christ personally into his heart. (Rom. 10:17, 9-10, 13;
In. 1:12)

What happens when a person is born again? He
becomes a child of God and receives a new nature. (Jn.
1:12; 1 Cor. 5:17)
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What is "justification'? Justification is a legal act of God
whereby He declares the one who believes in Jesus Christ
to be righteous; the righteousness of Jesus Christ is
imputed to the believer. (Rom. 5:1, 9; II Cor. 5:21)

What changes occur in the Christian's life? Old
things (sinful thoughts and behavior) disappear and new
things (righteous thoughts and behavior) appear. (II
Cor. 5:17)

Can Christians have the assurance of salvation?
Yes, they can have the assurance of salvation! (Jn. 3:36;
Rom. 8:16; I Jn. 5:11-13)
