42.       Can a Christian lose his salvation?  No, anyone who  

             is truly a Christian is eternally assured of his salvation.   

             (Jn 10:27-29; Rom. 8:33-39; Eph. 4:30)  
 

43.        What happens to a person’s soul when he dies?  His  

              soul either goes to Heaven or Hades (also called Hell).  

              (II Cor. 5:8; Lk. 16:22-23) 
 

44.         What is Heaven?  Heaven is a place where believers  

               will spend eternity with God. (Jn. 14:1-3; Rev. 21:3- 

               4, 22-27; 22:1-5) 
 

45.          What is Hell?  Hell, is called the Lake of Fire, is a  

               place where unbelievers will spend eternity separated  

               from God.  (Rev. 20:15; Mt. 10:28)

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47.   How does the Holy Spirit help the Christian?  The   

        Holy Spirit baptizes, indwells, enlightens, seals,  

        empowers, purifies, teaches, guides, and fills the Christian  

        (I Cor. 12:13; 6:19; 2:14; Eph. 4:30; 5:18; Acts 1:8; Jn.  

        16:13; 14:26) 

 

48.   What is “sanctification”?  Sanctification is the work of  

         the Holy Spirit within the believer that enables him to sin  

         less and less and to obey God more and more. (Phil. 2:12- 

         13; Eph. 4:22-32) 

 

49.    What is a spiritual gift?  A spiritual gift is a  

         supernatural ability given to each believer by the Holy  

         Spirit that is to be used in ministering to the body of  

         Christ.  The particular gifts given to believers are  

         determined by the Holy Spirit.  Every gift is important  

         and should be highly regarded by members of the church.   

         Believers must be careful to discern and use their gifts  

         appropriately in ministering to one another.  (I Cor. 12- 

         14; Rom. 12:3-8; I Pet. 4:10-14; Eph. 4:11-16)
