Title: Jesus Feeds 5000
Scripture: I"Mark 6:30-44; John 6:1-14

Goal: To help children be glad for the ways He shows His
love by giving them what they need.

Prayer: Thank You, God, for giving us the good things we
need. In Jesus’ name, amen.

Bible Story: One day, Jesus and His friends were in a boat

that was sailing across a big lake. They were going to a

quiet spot, far from the crowds of people who had been following Jesus. But as the
boat got close to the shore, what do you think Jesus and His friends saw? PEOPLE!
Lots of them! IMany people had run all the way around the lake to meet them! Je-
sus saw all the people and He loved them. So He got out of the boat and began to
teach them about God.

The people gathered around, close to Jesus. They listened to Jesus for a long, long
time. But soon, it was almost time to eat, and Jesus’ friends wondered how all those
people could get something to eat. There were no stores, no restaurants and no
houses around, but there were many, many hungry people!
