Jesus Teaches Ie to Be Kind

Title: The Good Shepherd

Scripture: Luke 19:3-1

Goal: To help children remember God’s love and be ready

to show His love to others.

Prayer: Dear God, thank You for loving us. We want to ' ' ' '

show Your love to others in our class and to our families. In Jesus' name, amen.

Bible Story: Jesus told a story about a very kind shepherd. The shepherd loved his
sheep. He took good care of them and knew the name of each sheep. The sheep
knew the shepherd’s voice. They would not come when a stranger called them. The
shepherd carried a long stick called a staff. If one of the sheep started to walk too
far away, the shepherd tapped the sheep with his staff. Then the sheep would come
back. Sometimes the shepherd used the staff to help a sheep get up after it had fall-
en.

Every day, the Kind shepherd counted his sheep as he let them out of the fold. He
counted 1-2-3 all the way up to 97-98-99-100! Then he led his sheep out to the
hillsides so that they could eat green grass. The sheep drank cool water, too. Every
day, the good shepherd made sure the sheep had enough to eat and drink. When
nighttime came, the shepherd led his sheep to the sheepfold. It was like a big yard
with a wall of rocks around it. The shepherd counted his sheep as they went in. 1-2-
3-4 all the way up to 98-99-100. The sheepfold had a wall, but it did not have a door.
It did not need a door because the shepherd slept right across the doorway! “No
one can get into the fold and hurt my sheep!” he said.

One day, the shepherd counted his sheep 1-2-3-4 all the way up to 97-98-99, but he
didn't count 100! One of the sheep was GONE! Where was that one sheep? The shep-
herd probably counted again. Then he hurried out to find his lost sheep. The shep-
herd looked and looked. He called and called the sheep’s name. Then he heard a
little baa! What was that? He probably wondered. He heard it again and looked
some more. BAA! And then he saw the lost sheep! The shepherd reached down and
gently lifted the sheep up onto his shoulders. He carried that sheep back to where
the other sheep were. The good shepherd was very glad he had found his lost
sheep! And the sheep was glad to be back with the good shepherd who always
loved and cared for it. “God loves us like that,” Jesus said. “He is glad when we
choose to love and obey Him.”
